	Lesson Preparation: Equipment/materials

	Presentation:

Set (_______min)

Explain the dot-to-dot barn.  When students complete the dot-to-dot they can color their barn.  Next have students bring their barns to the carpet and sit in a circle.

Development (_______min)

Ask students to name some of the farm animals they have been learning about.  

Show pictures of farm animals that will be on the counters.  Have students raise their hand to identify the animals.  
Place the farm animal counters in the center of the circle.  Provide tasks and check answers as students work.  

Examples:

· Find five pigs.

· Find two animals with beaks.  What animal has the beak?

· Find two cats and two cows.  How many animals are there in total.   

· Think of an animal in your head and find four of that animal.  

· Select four pigs and three cats.  Is there more pigs or cats? 

Other Adaptations:

· Use Number Flashcards

· Use Pictures with different amounts of animals on them and have them collect the same number of each animal in the picture.

Play a game:
Now we are going to go super quick so you have to listen and respond quickly.  Using a pre planned series of tasks go through them quickly.  (Or tell a story)

Example: 

· Find five dogs.

· Put two dogs back.

· Find three cows.

· Put one dog back.

Students are divided into two teams.  I will call out animal and each team will have one of their players roll the dice.  Next, students will collect the number of that animal that their team rolled. Each player will have a turn to roll the dice.  At the end we will count to see which team collected more counters.    

Closure (_______min)

Farm Counting Poem.  

Read it once.

Have students join in a second time.

Introduce Actions.  

Try saying it different ways (Example: saying the numbers loudly)


	Classroom Management Strategies

Wait for students to sit quietly before giving directions.  

Clap and have students clap back to get students attention.
